Synopsis “SIDHARTHA” 
The play starts with an aged Sidhartha lying on the banks of a river. Vasudevan, a ferry-man takes him in his boat. Sidhartha reminisces about the river of his  life. He thinks out loud whether the river will ever flow backwards. Vasudevan says should the river flow backwards; the stones, sands and fallen leaves would not be the same shape. 

Sidhartha sees his mother and father, Kamala, Govindan and Buddha all pass before him like an illusion… 

The young Sidhartha is on the quest for ultimate truth. The teachings of Vedas and Upanishads have become mere exercises for him. He decides to become a Shramana Sanyasin and informs his father of his decision of his voyage of discovery. His father is opposed but Sidhartha sticks to his decision. His mother gives him a tearful adieu. 

Govindan, Sidhartha’s soul mate, follows him like a shadow. When Sidhartha decides to become a Shramana Sanyasin his friend Govindan joins him. They go through self-mortification and similar rituals in search of truth. At one point Sidhartha feels it is getting monotonous and that they will never glimpse attainment. Govindan suggests meeting Buddha and Sidhartha agrees. 
They meet Buddha and listen to his preaching. Govindan decides to become a Buddha Sanyasin. Sidhartha continues his journey alone. He tells Buddha that he is not going in search of a better philosophy or teaching, but to attain the truth in his own unique way. 

At first Sidhartha misses Govindan, but the feeling subsides. His inner chaos deepens and a whirlwind of confusion grips him. He ends up on a river bank. The ferry-man Vasudevan finds him and takes him to the other side of the river. 

With a new freshness Sidharta decides not to punish himself in order to attain truth and that henceforth he will be his own Guru.

He reaches a town, and at the entrance of a garden, he comes across a beautiful woman, Kamala, a courtesan. He suddenly realizes that he is falling in love. He goes over to her and declares his love for her. But she says he should be wealthy enough to present her with expensive gifts. She directs him to meet Kamasamy, a trader, and gives him a kiss in return for a poem he makes up in an instant, in her honour.
Sidharta meets Kamasamy and tells him that he can think, he can wait and is a fast learner. Kamasamy tells him the twisted ways of the trade he is adopting. However, Sidhartha joins him and becomes a partner in his business. 

The ascetic Sidhartha becomes a rich business man and wins Kamala. Sidhartha though, often reveals his inner urge for truth. Kamala says he is still a Sanyasin in his inner self and really does not love anyone. Kamala is made sad seeing Sidharta’s inner turmoil.
Kamasamy rebukes Sidhartha for his unrealistic style of business. Sidhartha says he doesn’t want to end up a wicked trader. Kamasamy claims that it was due to him that Sidhartha has become wealthy. Sidhartha shoots back that he might have learned the price of a basket full of fish, or the interest rate of the money he is lending, but he had learned how to think long before meeting Kamasamy.

Sidhartha starts to look inward. He questions his present role as a trader. He takes to heavy drinking and justifies wildly to himself about his wicked ways. Kamala comes to meet him and he asks her how old he has become. She consoles him and gives him solace. The eternal detachment that Sidhartha reveals comes to its zenith. Kamala recounts that the chain of relationships always break, however we resist, and that loneliness is the central and inevitable fact of human existence. 

Sidhartha begins to quarrel with his inner-self. He fights the multi-faceted contradictory reflections of his alter-ego. 
Kamasamy challenges him to gamble. At first Sidhartha wins, then Kamasamy wins, ultimately Sidhartha wins, Kamasamy loses all his wealth. Sidhartha is disgusted with himself and gives Kamasamy back everything. 
Sidhartha’s inner crisis deepens and he asks himself if he really wants to become a trader like Kamasamy. He happens to meet Buddha again. Buddha tells him that it is futile to resist the contradictions of words in the wild terrain of opinions, and asks him to be careful. 

Sidhartha ends up back at the old river bank. The ferry-man Vasudevan who is blissfully ignorant takes him in his boat. He teaches Sidhartha to listen to the river, the flowing river of life. Sidhartha blossoms, there is a new awakening. Vasudevan asks Sidhartha to take over as the ferry-man and he leaves. Sidhartha starts to flow and float.
